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Holy Conversing

There is irony in the picture to the left of this column: it shows a fountain
pen, something that | have never used. In fact, | rarely use any pen these
days. Not only am | not hand-writing this article, | am dictating it....to my
computer. | am using voice-to-type software which is both remarkably
from the Pastor’s desk  accurate and relatively cheap. In doing so, | am reminded of my first

professional job, in 1970, in which | sometimes used a Dictaphone, with its
wide gray tapes for a secretary to transcribe. My boss dictated to his secretary, who took
shorthand. | feel as if I've come full circle.

This is just one example of today's amazing communication technologies. Were | more
comfortable in the digital age, | would be blogging instead of writing a newsletter column, or
perhaps tweeting its essence. But, traditionalist that | am, | am writing an article that some of you
will read on actual paper.

As communication technologies advance and multiply, people — especially younger generations
— are communicating with an astonishing frequency and variety. Texting, tweeting, Facebooking,
Skyping (all terms that my computer’s spell-check had to learn!), my sons are almost constantly
connected digitally. They even sometimes e-mail, though that is ancient technology by current
standards. But, as popular and prevalent as these technologies may be, they do not replace old-
fashioned conversation.

As we approach our Holy Conversations process, | have been reflecting on the enduring power
and importance of talking face-to-face. Experts tell us that, when we are in one another's
presence, we communicate in nonverbal ways: body language, expression, intonation, even
perhaps energy, smell, and other ways not yet fully understood. If we seek to "hear beyond the
words," to sense the emotional reality behind the sentences, there is no substitute for being in the
presence of another.

| don’t have as many face-to-face conversations as | would like. All too often, | am stuck at my
computer, sending e-mails, planning worship, organizing events, writing newsletter columns,
rather than visiting with people. You have probably noticed this. And | miss having the chance to
talk person-to-person with many of you. For it is only through personal conversation that we truly
get to know someone, or understand what is really going on in his or her life.

Conversation builds community. This is hardly news, but conversation also builds faith. Deep
spiritual conversations are never just two-way; there is a divine presence as well. Jesus said, as
we heard recently in worship, Where two or three are gathered, | am among you. There is
something holy about conversations that touch the most important parts of our lives. | can
remember to this day some of the conversations we had in our Vision Discernment process nine
years ago, conversations in which people shared their experience of God’s presence and love.

The title of the process we will use this fall is Holy Conversations: Strategic Planning as a
Spiritual Process. The central element is not the data-gathering, the demographics, the program
evaluation, or even the planning; it is the holy conversations around these activities. As we
work through the process together in October and November, | invite you to holy listening — to
one another and to the still, small leading of the Holy Spirit. For indeed this is not just another
corporate strategic planning. It is our collective effort to discern who God calls us to be and what
God calls us to do. And this discernment will come through the myriad of holy conversations we
will have. Let us listen for the Spirit, speak the truth in love (knowing that none of us has the

whole truth), and have ears to hear what God wants us to hear.
